· Plan a program that responds to diverse individual and cultural needs

· Ensure that activity areas are equipped and maintained with developmentally appropriate toys and equipment
· Provide materials and experiences that actively promote anti-racist, non-sexist interactions and attitudes

· Plan and implement a daily schedule that incorporates a variety of activities including routines and transition times

· Observe and assess children’s progress and behavior to ensure the programs meet the individual and group needs

· Maintain an effective, consistent approach to child guidance in accordance with legislated requirements and Links2Care standards

· Take part in short term and long term planning and evaluation of activities and programs

· Monitor the program to ensure its effectiveness in meeting the developmental and cultural needs of the children enrolled

· Take part in assessment meetings with the supervisor and other organizations

· Refer children to outside support agencies as needed

· Discuss children’s progress with parents and family members in a supportive and constructive manner

Health and Safety

· Assist centre supervisor in keeping information current of children’s allergies or other special health conditions

· Administer medicine as instructed by Medication Consent Form and doctor’s instruction labeled on the medication

· Provide first-aid if needed

· Record proper documentation for the administration of medication and first-aid treatment
· Assist in maintaining the childcare centre in a clean, safe and tidy environment;
· Establish pleasant eating and rest routines
· Assist children in learning daily routines and encourage self-help skills

· Shall comply at all times with Section 28 of the Occupational Health and Safety Act as regards Duties of Workers

Positive Communication

· Communicate in a positive manner on a daily basis with parents, colleagues, teachers, volunteers, supervisor and manager

· Complete progress reports for parents as needed

· Encourage parents to get involved with the program

· Help with administrative tasks such as attendance, newsletter, answering the phone, opening and closing the centre

· Be a team member by following the timetable and shift assignments

· Attend regular staff meetings and activities hosted by the Childresn Programs and within the organization
